¢ Never use charcoal or any other solid fuel in the pellet heater.

¢ DO NOT use the unit indoors due to the hazard of carbon monoxide fumes. Lack of ventilation can cause death.

¢ This pellet heater was designed for burning wood pellets — heating or cooking grade — ONLY. Never use charcoal,
treated fire logs or other materials in the unit.

¢ DO NOT pour water into the pellet heater when it is burning. This causes rusting.

¢ Check the local bylaws before using the pellet heater.

¢ Never leave a lighted pellet heater unattended.

¢ DO NOT use under any unprotected combustible structure. Keep combustible surfaces at least 48”(1.21m) away from all
sides of the pellet heater. Combustible materials should never be within 48”(1.21m) of the top, back or sides of the heater.
¢ Protective gloves and long-handled tools are recommended for use with this pellet heater. Adding pellets to the hopper
by hand while the unit is in use can cause serious injury. If the flame goes out, please reload the hopper once the unit has
completely cooled, then resume use.

¢ Dispose of packing materials properly.

¢ DO NOT use the pellet heater on wooded decks or on other combustible surfaces.

¢ This pellet heater should not be used on plastic or artificial wood decks.

¢ The pellet heater will remain very hot for a period of time after use.

¢ Be sure the pellet heater is cooled down completely before moving it.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Unscrew the lock nut and the latch from the door handle assembly (W). Insert the door handle into the hole on the door,
then attached the latch and tighten with lock nut. Lock the door before the next step.

2. Attach the wheel assembly (J) to the base (P) using 2pcs M6x20 screws (BB) and 2pcs M6 nuts (CC). Attach the base(P)
to heater body assembly (E) using 4pcs M6x12 screws(AA).

3. Attach the upper feeder (O) and the shut-off gate (N) to the hopper(L) using 2 pcs M6x12 screws (AA).

4. Attach hopper assembly(L) to heater body assembly (E) using 4 pcs M6x12 screws (AA).

5. Attach the hopper lid handle (H) to the hopper lid (K) using 2 pcs M6x12 screws (AA). Then place the hopper lid on the
hopper.

6. Place the grate (F) into the firepot (G), then place the firepot into the heater body assembly (E). Insert the ash tray (I)
into the heater body assembly (E).

7. Attach the reflector (A) to the upper chimney (B) using 3 wing screws (DD). Attach the bracket (Z) to the lower chimney
(D) using 4 pcs M6x12 screws (AA).

8. Attach the upper chimney (B), middle chimney (C), and lower chimney (D) together using 4 pcs M6x12 screws (AA).

9. Attach the chimney assembly to the heater body assembly (E) using 4 pcs M6x12 screws (AA).

10. Your pellet heater is now ready for use.
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OPERATION

Make sure your heater is properly assembled.

Push in the shut-off gate.

Fill the hopper with pellets; the pellets will not fall into the firepot at this point since the shut-off gate is closed.
Open the door and pull out the shut-off gate completely; this will allow pellets to fall into the firepot.

Apply a small amount of lighter fluid or gel onto the pellets, ignite with a butane lighter or match, and close the
door.

6. Keep the door closed when using the heater. If the door is open, the heater will lose its airflow and the pellets will
not burn properly.

7. During the initial burn, the high-temperature powder coating goes through a curing process. During this process,
it will give off smoke during the first 15 minutes of use. This is normal and temporary.

8. After several hours of use, you may have excess pellets piled up at the bottom of the firepot; you will need to
open the door and use the fire poker to stir the pellets. This helps ensure maximum heat output.

ATTENTION:
For optimal performance, we strongly advise using softwood or pellet stove wood pellets in this pellet heater, as
they deliver superior heat output and combustion efficiency. Wood stove pellets include pine, spruce, fir, and cedar.
BBQ and food-grade pellets can be used but will offer less heat output.
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MAINTENANCE

¢ This outdoor pellet heater should be inspected regularly to ensure product safety and prolong its lifespan.

¢ Check components for any signs of damage.

¢ Store the pellet heater in a cool, dry place, away from moisture.

¢ When ready to store, remove left-over wood pellets from the hopper to avoid clogging the gravity feeder.

¢ WARNING: CREOSOTE DEPOSITS

After use, residue can accumulate within the chimney and unit body. Consult a professional for creosote removal before
continuing to use the unit safely.

e CAUTION: ASH DISPOSAL

Properly dispose of any ashes left over after burning. Ashes may still be hot; ensure they are placed in a non-flammable
container away from combustible materials until completely cooled. Once cooled, they can be discarded.

¢ Use only manufacturer-approved or supplied replacement parts and accessories. Otherwise, this may void the product
warranty and result in a hazardous condition.

» Keep pellet heaters clean and away from combustibles and debris

¢ Exterior surfaces can be wiped down with mild soap and water. After a few uses, the glass may accumulate soot. Clean
the glass safely with a soft cotton cloth, mild soap, and water once the unit has cooled completely to maintain a clear
flame view.
